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INTRODUCTION

ThisAnnual Report on the Statusof L and Useon Oahu, formerly called the Development Plan Annual Report, ismandated by the City
Charter to report on "the current status of land use and other data pertaining to the development plans'. Thisyear=sreport, for Fiscal Y ears
2001 and 2002, continues atransition to a new report format made necessary by changesin the devel opment plans mandated by the 1992
amendments to the City Charter.

The City Charter amendments called for devel opment plansto be conceptual Crather than parcel-specificCdepictions of land use policies.
Seven of the eight revised plans are now in place (with the Central Oahu Plan taking effect on February 18, 2003). They arereferred to as
Development Plans (DPs) for areas where growth is encouraged, and as Sustainable Communities Plans (SCPs) for areas where it is
discouraged.

The focus of this report is on the physical development of the island. The City-s eight DPs/SCPs depict the desired growth pattern in
different areas of theisland. This report provides tables which show: (1) each areas existing and projected population, (2) the progress
being made on housing developments and golf courses in each area, and (3) revisions to the plans themselves, including the status of
selected infrastructure projects. Thisinformationisprovided to help the City Council, the devel opment community, and interested citizens
understand how growth is occurring and how the devel opment objectives of the City and County of Honolulu are being achieved.

Because therevised DPsand SCPs show land use policies conceptually, they no longer have specific land use boundaries. Asaresult, this
report no longer provides acreage breakdowns by DP land use category. Thisremoves severa tablesand graphsfrom thelatest report. Itis
anticipated that future reports will replace such detailed data with progress reports on how each DP areais moving toward its envisioned
future, including progress on achieving buildout as defined by the plans.

Thisreport is organized into three sections as follows:

Section | - Summary of Land Use and Population Trends
This section covers. (1) the distribution of land on Oahu by State Land Use District, and (2) the past, current, and projected population
distribution on Oahu by DP areathrough 2025, and for comparison, the City=s General Plan population distribution guidelines for 2025.

Section |1 - Status of Residential and Golf Cour se Projects

Threetables detail the progress being made on: (1) large private residential developments (subdivisions of five acres or more), (2) public
housing projects and smaller-scale private housing projects, and (3) golf course projects. Thisinformation isbased on asurvey of project
developers.



Section |11 - Changesto the Development Plans and to the State Land Use Districtsduring FY 2001 and FY 2002

This section reports on revisions made during Fiscal Y ears 2001 and 2002 to various plans and maps. First, it gives astatusreport on the
changeover to the new system of development plans. Second, it summarizes project-specific changes madeto the State Land Use District
boundariesand tothe DP Land UseMaps. Third, it liststhe current status of selected infrastructure projects, as shown on either the Public
Facilities Maps (for the Primary Urban Center and Central Oahu) or the Public Infrastructure Maps (for al other DP areas), based on a

survey of City agencies.

POPULATION TRENDSVERSUS GENERAL PLAN POLICY

Popul ation distribution isaspecific concern of the General Plan (GP). The GP policy for population distribution is set forth in Population
Objective C, which contains four policies for the attainment of a population distribution that "will allow the people of Oahu to live and
work in harmony." Policy 4 under Objective C (revised in 2002) provides a table of benchmark percentages for the distribution of the
island's population in the year 2025 among Oahu:s eight Development Plan (DP) areas.

In February 2000, the State Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism (DBEDT) released anew projection seriesfor
the counties to the year 2025. In 2000, based on this projection series, the Department of Planning and Permitting projected the likely
population distribution among Oahu:s eight DP areas, using the land use policies given in each areaes Development Plan or Sustainable
Communities Plan. Theresultsfor theyears 2010, 2020, and 2025 aregraphed in Figurel-B and listedin Tablel-2. Figurel-B and Tablel-
2 a'so compare the year 2025 projected popul ation distribution, which represents the pattern of growth implied by the City's adopted land
use policies, with the benchmark percentages provided by the GP population distribution (shown in Figure |-B asablack line across each
group of bars).

Tablel-2 providesthe databehind FigureI-B. It hastwo sections, thefirst giving percentage breakdowns by DP area, and the second giving
the popul ation numbers. The columnsshow: (1) actual Oahu population counts from the 1980, 1990, and 2000 U.S. Census, (2) the City's
latest projections of Oahu:slikely population distribution in 2010, 2020, and 2025, and (3) the GP population benchmark percentages for
the year 2025 for the DP areas.

The City's projections reflect: (1) the potential for housing in accordance with the adopted land use policies in the DPs/SCPs, (2) the
progress being made on known housing developments, and (3) realistic expectations of Oahu's future housing market and economy.

It should also be noted that land use policiesin the Central Oahu SCP and Primary Urban Center DP are not reflected in the projections
shown. The projections will be updated as new policies are adopted and as DBEDT revised its projection series for the island.

STATUSOF RESIDENTIAL PROJECTS

The construction plans of individual housing projectsare detailed
in the next two tables. Table I1-1 (pp. 8-19) covers dl private
developmentslarger than 5 acres; Tablell-2 (pp. 20-25) coversall
public housing projects and smaller private projects. The two
tablestogether list about 70 individual housing devel opmentsthat
are in the process of building approximately 65,000 additional
units on Oahu over the next few decades.

Thetables show how far along each project isin the devel opment
process. For smaller projects, only the near-term construction
plans are shown. For planned new communities, activities such
as getting the permits, building the infrastructure, and doing the
preliminary sitework areaso tracked. Thus, Tablell-1lisatwo-
page spread of data on both preliminary activities and housing
construction schedules.

For each table, there is both a FY 2001 and a FY 2002 status
report.

Information shown inthetwo tablesarethedevelopers estimates
and tentativetimetables, if available. These are obtained fromthe
Department's annual survey of developers. A check of the City's
records is also made in order to supplement this data.

Housing construction plans are shown on afiscal-year basis. For
each project, the tables give the number of units already built,
being built this fiscal year, to be built in any of the next three
fiscal years, or to be built beyond that. The percent built is also
given. Tablell-1 also shows the expected year of completion, if
available, plus the number of gross acres approved for housing
development by any prior DP Land Use Map amendments.

The right side of Table 1I-1 tracks the affordable units being
built, DP and zone change approvals, percent completion of the
needed infrastructure, and further details on construction and
permit progress. The last column summarizes the latest
achievements over the past few years, using the abbreviations
listed below.
